Shri Sumit Vijaykumar Joshi explained that the POCSO Act was enacted to 

protect children under 18 from sexual harassment and exploitation, ensuring their 

safety and dignity during crises. The workshop also highlighted different types of 

cyber crimes such as information theft, sending abusive emails, illegal use and 

manipulation of information, denial of service attacks, and crimes related to mobile 

networks and internet banking, which are prevalent in India. 

Mr. Mujawar Ali emphasized that increasing computer and internet use has 

led to a rise in cyber crimes, affecting both adults and youth, often unknowingly. 

He stressed that vigilance is the key to preventing becoming a target of cyber 

crime. The workshop successfully educated participants on legal protections and 

practical steps to safeguard themselves in the digital age.
